Terms of Reference
GSU Education Committee
Purpose
GSU is committed to a dynamic, relevant and accessible program of union education for all members in GSU.
Specific Areas of Responsibility
To this end, the Education Committee will:
1.	Promote actively the education program to members, locals, and RVPs;
2.	Identify current needs, anticipate emerging issues and seek broad-based union input for the Education Plan;
3.	Formulate recruitment strategies for education activities and actively recruit members for scheduled education courses;
4.	On behalf of GSU collaborate with the Regional Vice-Presidents and the GSU National office in development of the Regional Education Plan; and
5.	Review and discuss issues relating to GSU education and where applicable, formulate recommendations for consideration by the National Council.
Composition of the Committee
The Committee will consist of at least two (2) and not more than seven (7) members from the GSU National Council and Local Presidents. In appointing Committee members, consideration shall be given based on members’ commitment to the goals, principles and standards of the GSU Policy on Membership Education.
Time Commitment
Committee meetings may be face-to-face or by conference call, whichever is most economical and feasible given the meeting agenda.
Meeting Facilitator
The Chair of the Committee shall establish the agenda.  Additionally, the Chair of the Committee shall provide a report to the National Council.
The Committee will seek to make decisions by consensus.
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
